Class XI–XII Science Students Visit GLEX 2025 at Yashobhoomi-Astronaut Interaction Event 
From May 7 to 9, 2025, GLEX 2025 (the Global Space Exploration Conference) was held at 
Yashobhoomi Convention Centre in New Delhi, drawing over 1,700 participants from 36 
countries, including international astronauts, scientists, industry leaders, and students.  
A special Astronaut Outreach session took place during the conference, bringing together 
nearly 10 international astronauts—including notable figures such as Hazzaa AL Mansoori, 
Michael López-Alegría, Alper Gezeravci, and Rakesh Sharma—as well as Gaganyaan astronaut 
designees like Angad Pratap  
Over 350 school students were part of this dedicated session at Yashobhoomi, where they 
engaged directly with these astronauts in interactive Q&A and talk sessions. This gave the 
students firsthand exposure to life in space, astronaut training regimes, and the challenges 
and thrills of missions beyond Earth’s atmosphere
