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1. 31. Afforestation:  

Plant more trees and forests. The roots of trees help to hold the soil together, which prevents soil erosion 

by wind and water, making it a crucial method for soil conservation.  

2. Contour Ploughing:  

Instead of ploughing up and down the slope, ploughing is done along the contour lines of the land. This 

creates small barriers that slow down the water flow and prevent it from washing away topsoil.  

3. Crop Rotation:  

This involves planting different crops in the same field in a specific order over time. For example, 

planting crops like legumes that fix nitrogen, followed by crops that absorb it, helps to replenish soil 

nutrients and improve its fertility, rather than depleting it.  

4. Checking Overgrazing:  

Overgrazing by animals like sheep and cattle can strip the land of its vegetation, leaving the soil exposed 

and vulnerable to erosion. Regulating grazing areas and providing sufficient fodder helps protect the 

grass and soil cover.

**Commercial Farming** 

**1. Plantation Farming** 

* Large estates/plantations 

* Single crop (monoculture) like tea, coffee, sugarcane, cotton 

* High use of labour and capital 

* Produce mainly for export 

* Found in tropical/subtropical regions 

**2. Mixed Farming** 

* Crops + Livestock farming together 

* Crop residues used as fodder 

* Livestock provides manure + dairy/meat income 

* Ensures income stability 

* Common in Europe, North America, parts of India 

**3. Dairy Farming** 

* Specializes in milk & dairy products 

* Requires good transportation & refrigeration 
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* Practiced near urban/industrial centers (market-oriented) 

* Intensive use of capital and modern techniques 

* Countries: Denmark, Netherlands, India (Amul cooperative) 

**4. Commercial Grain Farming** 

* Large mechanized farms (tractors, harvesters) 

* Single crop of grains (wheat, maize, barley) 

* Grown for trade & exports 

* Common in temperate grasslands (USA, Canada, Russia, Australia) 

* Requires vast areas of flat fertile land

**5. Horticulture / Truck Farming**

* Highly market-oriented (perishable goods) 

* Requires quick transport & cold storage 

* Intensive use of fertilizers & irrigation
