Rules:

Motion for the Debate will be shared in the morning one hour 30 minutes prior to the

commencement of the Debate. Students will prepare during this duration. Debating

will begin at 10:45 am. Access to the internet will be given. Students may use their

mobile phones also for preparation.

One participant will speak for the motion and the other against it. Time limit will be 3

minutes. There will be a warning bell at 2 min 30 seconds.

The interjector(from among the speakers only) will ask  1 question from the speaker of

a different school (random selection through slips). The answer will have to be given

within 30 seconds. There will be no cross questioning.

Students will be judged on articulation, content and confidence, the quality of the

interjection question posed by them and also the relevance of their answer to the

question posed by the interjector.

Speakers can carry cue cards. However constant referring to the cards will impact the

scores negatively.

Penalty in the form of negative marking (-5) will result in case the participant exceeds

the time limit given. The content presented after the time limit will not be given any

weightage.
