Acknowledging that every student learns differently, he spoke about various learning styles,
encouraging students to adopt revision techniques that suited them best, whether visual, auditory
or kinesthetic. He also cautioned against ego and overconfidence, emphasizing that true success
comes from consistent effort and thorough preparation.
